Under the ADEK Student Assessment and Promotion Policy for Private Schools, schools are
required to base student grades on sufficient documented evidence of learning collected
through continuous assessment throughout the term. Term 2 reports and progress evaluations
are therefore determined by the completion of all required assessments.

Continuous assessments include:

e Classwork and guided practice

¢ Reading and writing assessments

e Subject-specific quizzes and tests

e Projects and performance tasks

Ongoing formative and summative evaluations
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As per ADEK requirements:

e Students must complete the required number of assessments in each subject.

e Schools must have sufficient assessment evidence to award a valid grade.

e Students must meet the school’s approved minimum pass requirements in core
subjects to be eligible for promotion to the next grade level.

e In cases where sufficient assessment evidence is not available due to absence,
grades may be recorded as incomplete and promotion eligibility may be subject
to academic review.

Assessments cannot be condensed, substituted, or fully replicated for students who

are absent without valid and documented reasons. Frequent or unnecessary

absences may therefore directly affect:

e Term 2 report card grades

e Academic progress records

e Compliance with ADEK grading requirements

e Promotion decisions

Additionally, student attendance is monitored in line with ADEK attendance
regulations. Excessive absences may trigger formal review procedures.
We fully respect that Ramadan is a special and important time for our families. The
adjusted school schedule has been carefully designed to support students while
ensuring curriculum coverage and full compliance with ADEK academic standards.
